The day began with a
heartfelt speech by the Principal, who highlighted Qatar’s unwavering support for Palestine, citing His Highness
Sheikh Tamim bin Hamad Al Thani: "The Palestinian cause is a matter of honor and courage, and it will remain in
the heart of every free Arab." He also emphasized Qatar’s notable efforts, including humanitarian aid to Gaza,
initiatives to protect civilians, and Her Excellency Lolwah Al Khater’s visit to Gaza to highlight the suffering of
children and women, while affirming the Academy’s role in instilling values of justice, compassion, and belonging.
Students presented a range of artistic and creative works reflecting the resilience of the Palestinian people,
including paintings and drawings of the keffiyeh, Al-Aqsa Mosque, and the keys of return, as well as creative
models and writings portraying real Palestinian stories. A special Palestinian heritage corner showcased
traditional clothing, household items, food, and musical performances, helping students connect with Palestine’s
rich history and identity.

To illustrate the reality faced by Palestinians, the Academy built a model of a destroyed Palestinian home within
the school, simulating the houses targeted daily in Gaza. Students stood before the model, gaining a tangible
understanding of the hardships endured by children and families, while strengthening their sense of solidarity,
compassion, and belonging, and deepening their awareness of human suffering and resilience.

The day concluded with great engagement from students and staff, reaffirming that Palestine is a humanitarian
and ethical cause that must remain alive in the hearts of the next generation, raising awareness and fostering
values of compassion and solidarity.
